What is Awaken?
Awaken is a movement of prayer and fasting focused on unifying the church
to strategically pray for and bless Wichita Falls, one person at a time.

Who is Awaken?

Christ.

When is Awaken?
Awaken begins Wednesday, February 1st and continues through Thursday,
March 2nd.

Prepare yourself. Read pages 49-51 in Revival Starts Here.

Complete your prayer circle. Choose eight people you want to help find their
way back to God and write their names in the circles on the back of the folder.

February 1st - March 2nd:
Fast and Pray! Read each day's entry in He Made His Dwelling Among Us and
pray for your eight people.

BLESS the people you are praying for. Begin with prayer then look for ways to
Listen with compassion, Eat together, Serve with love and Share your story.
